4.  How had Paul’s standard of success changed? (12-14)  Did Paul consider himself to have reached the goal?
	
5. What are the three points of Paul’s advice to leaders in the church? (15-16)  What is his view of such things?  How does Paul advise the leaders not to be influenced by the enemies of the cross of Christ? (17)  What is the influence of the enemies of the cross of Christ?
