Romans 2:1-3:31

Key Verse: 3:22
“This righteousness from God comes through faith in Jesus Christ to all who believe.”

God’s judgment is based on truth not favoritism (2:1-16)
1. On what basis does the person described in 2:1-5 pass judgment?  Why is it a sin to judge others?  What are the consequences of judging others?

2. What will happen on the day of God’s judgment?  On what basis will God judge us?  How is God’s standard of justice different from our standard?

No one is righteous (2:17-3:20)
3. Describe the inner and outer life of the person who brags about their relationship with God and relies on the law [word of God]?  How does God view those who claim to keep the law outwardly?  How does this person break the law and dishonor God?  How can we have a true relationship with God?
4. What is the advantage and privilege of being one of God’s people?  Why are deliberate disobedience and self-justification condemned? (3:3-8)  Who is considered righteous before God? (3:10,20)  What is the purpose of the law? (19,20)
Justified by faith in Christ Jesus (3:21-31)
5. What is the true righteousness from God?  How can we receive this righteousness?  What is the ultimate result of all human effort? (23)
 
6. How did God justify us and demonstrate his justice? (24-26)  What can we learn here about God? (25-26)  What is the difference between a life based on faith rather than the law?  What must be the direction of our lives? (27-31)
